· Must plan to major in Education and/or Psychology
· Must receive a letter of recommendation from a counselor who is a member of the Greater Boston School Counselors Association (annual membership dues must be paid)
· Must submit a completed scholarship application with an official transcript from your high school

APPLICATION PROCEDURE:

To be considered for the scholarship, applicants are asked to submit the following:

· A completed application form

· Official high school transcript(s)

· Personal Statement (not to exceed 500 words)

· Copy of acceptance letter

· Resume

· Letter of recommendation from a counselor who is a member of the GBSCA.
The GBSCA Scholarships will be awarded as checks made payable to the attending college/university.
